However, we do ask that Ambassadors do something every year for the day if they 
can. We have put together a list of some of the best ways that you can recognise 
World Animal Day:

l   Contact organisations, schools, groups, clubs, sanctuaries, and individuals in your 
country to encourage them to organise events in celebration of, or to mark, World 
Animal Day, on or around October 4 (including non-animal related groups such as 
Brownies, Scouts, and other community groups).

l   Contact animal-related websites and encourage them to create a website link to 
help spread the World Animal Day message.

l   Submit articles to newspapers, magazines, radio and TV channels leading up to 
October 4 to maximise media coverage which, in turn, will increase involvement
in celebrations.

l   Contact locally elected politicians and decision-makers to ask
them to celebrate World Animal Day such as letters of support
and their own communications. 

l   Apply for the competitive World Animal Day
grant to fund an animal welfare initiative (open
to all World Animal Day Ambassadors).

As a World Animal Day Ambassador, 
you will likely want to host events 
leading up to, or on, October 4, so 
we’ve put together a list of ideas on 
these pages!

#Celebrate

Event suggestions

Awareness and 
education
Use this opportunity to
host educational talks 
delivered by your 
organisation to educate 
people about your work.

Shelter open days
If you work at an animal 
rescue and rehoming 
shelter, you could host an 
open day to allow people 
to meet the animals that 
are being cared for.

Pet adoption events
October 4 is a great 
opportunity for rehoming 
events, where potential 
adopters can meet, or be 
matched up with, shelter 
animals.

Concerts or film screenings
You could host entertainment in your local community as a 
great way to fundraise for, and increase awareness about, 
animal welfare concerns. (Depending on where you live, you 
might need a licence for playing music or films for the public.)

Veterinary treatment clinics
If you work in the veterinary profession,
you could offer vet treatment or care
at a discounted rate for animals in need.

Rabies prevention clinics
In countries affected by rabies, you 
could play a role and help in the battle 
of stamping it out.

Organise vaccination clinics or 
provide education and resources on 
the prevention of its spread.

Spay and neuter 
marathons
If you’re a vet, sterilisation 
clinics are a great way to 
advance animal welfare in 
your community.

Focus on stray animals, or 
people struggling with the 
costs of caring for their 
animals and offer treatment 
free or at a reduced rate.
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Event suggestions

Fundraising events
October 4 is a great 
opportunity for you to host 
fundraising events such as 
concerts and sponsored 
walks through to gala balls 
that will raise money for 
your organisation and help 
you to continue to improve 
the welfare of animals.

School events
It’s important to educate the younger 
generation about animals and to get 
them engaged so that they too will go 
on to make the world a better place for 
animals.

You could offer talks in schools on animal 
welfare and conservation issues, host 
animal-related contests or encourage 
local teachers to run creative children’s 
classes based on animals.

We’ve seen drama, poetry and art classes 
being held to help children celebrate 
World Animal Day!

Peaceful marches
Organise a peaceful march, protest or rally 
with the aim of either raising awareness of a 
specific animal welfare issue or to encourage 
governments to introduce animal protection 
legislation.

Radio and TV interviews
We really like to encourage our World Animal 
Day Ambassadors to speak out about the 
importance of the day as they are often in a 
better position to reach channels and regions 
that we sometimes cannot!

Conferences and workshops
If you have expertise in an area of animal 
welfare or conservation due to your work, why 
not share some of it?

There could even be the opportunity to network 
and set something up with other animal welfare 
experts.

Perhaps you could educate people within your 
local community about how to care for their 
working animals?

Interacting safely with dogs is another area that 
people often require more education in!

Rescue and release
Does your work involves rescuing, 
rehabilitating and releasing 
wildlife?

If the timing is right around 
October 4, release the animals 
you’ve saved, using the event to 
raise awareness and encourage 
your community to appreciate 
and respect local wildlife. 

Everyone loves a story with a 
happy ending!

CONTACTING THE MEDIA 
ABOUT WORLD ANIMAL DAY

If you are successful in securing any media coverage and would like to 
speak about World Animal Day on TV or on the radio, you can go back to 
the key messages on page 5 of this document to get an idea of how you 
really explain the importance of October 4 to listeners.

If speaking on the radio or TV, keep your messages simple and speak 
clearly! Often, you will only have a short amount of time to talk so it’s much 
better to reduce your stress and improve the clarity of your message by 
sticking to key points.

We’ve included a press release 
at the end of this toolkit that 
you can use as a template 
if you plan to approach 
journalists.

However, there are some other 
things you will need to bear in 
mind when sharing your press 
release:

Research the media outlet so 
that you can adapt your writing 
style to something similar to 
what they would usually post.

Plan ahead! Don’t leave it until the last minute to contact the 
journalist with your press release. They will have lots of stories and 
media pitches that you will be competing with, so we advise that you 
send your press release a couple of weeks ahead of October 4.

Keep your messages clear and simple – don’t write too much, but 
make sure that what you do include is the key information that they 
need to know!
